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Adolf Hitler (20 April 1889 — 30 April 1945) was an Austrian-born German politician who was the dictator
of Germany during the Nazi period from 1933 until his suicide in 1945. He rose to power as the leader of the
Nazi Party, becoming the chancellor in 1933 and then taking the title of Fuhrer und Reichskanzler in 1934.
Hisinvasion of Poland on 1 September 1939 marked the start of the Second World War. He was closely
involved in military operations throughout the war and was central to the perpetration of the Holocaust: the
genocide of about six million Jews and millions of other victims.

Hitler was born in Braunau am Inn in AustriaHungary and moved to Germany in 1913. He was decorated
during his service in the German Army in the First World War, receiving the Iron Cross. In 1919 he joined...
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The Hitler family consists of the relatives and ancestors of Adolf Hitler. The family has long been of interest
to historians and geneal ogists because of the biological uncertainty of Hitler's paternal grandfather, as well as
the family's inter-rel ationships and their psychological effect on Hitler during his childhood and later life.

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The Hitler Y outh (German: Hitlerjugend [ ?h2t1?2u??n] , often abbreviated as HJ, [ha???t] ) was the youth
wing of the German Nazi Party.

The news of
Hitler's death was announced on German radio the next day, 1 May.
